
Here is how it worked:  

The Petra’s completed a $400,000 LegacyPlan with LegacyTree FoundaƟon with the proceeds of 

the property.  

They received a $ 200,904 charitable deducƟon which helped offset the capital gain and income 

tax consequences.  

The LegacyPlan income will begin in 5 years and pay for 20 years, in the amount of  $1,733 per 

month or $20,795 per year for 20 years. They named their children as beneficiaries. 

The charitable deducƟon will reduce their MAGI this year to under $100,000, which will keep 

their Medicare Part B Premium in two years at the current $148.50. 

Ron and his wife recommended an immediate $20,000 grant to their favorite charity.
